In May 1954, American Missionary, ODr. Charles D. Stokes Founded Mokwon
University.

As the very first private university in Daejeon, Mokwon University is under the
supervision of Korea’s Ministry of Education based on the Private School Act. With
the founding philosophy of “Truth-Love-Service,” we contribute to the national
development by training outstanding individuals in the cultural art and education
field, who will be involved in the country and human society.

Daejeon was promoted to the central city in 1988 as the center of administration,
culture, and economy in the central region and was renamed as Daejeon
Metropolitan City in 1995 following the implementation of the local autonomy
system. The Daedeok Research Complex, which has been established since 1974,
has become the center of Korea’'s science and technology, which supported
Daejeon to become “City of Science”. Moreover, in 1998, with the opening of the
Daejeon Government Complex (10 other government agencies including the National
Statistical Office and the Public Procurement Service were relocated) Daejeon
became an administrative city.

1. University Motto

Whoever would be great among you must be your servant, and
whoever would be first among you must be your slave.

In 1885, pioneer Methodist missionary, Henry G. Appenzeller, founded
Pai Chai Hakdang. The following year, King Gojong of the Chosun
Dynasty formerly named the school and bestowed on it a tablet, which
he himself had written its name upon. The establishment of Pai Chai
Hakdang was the starting point of modern education in Korea and for
133 years it has produced numerous prominent figures, including the
poet Kim Sowol, the first president of the Republic of Korea, Dr. Rhee
Seung—Man, the famous Korean Linguist Joo Si—-Kyeong and the
national independence advocate General Ji Cheong—cheon. The
founding motto: “Whoever would be great among you must be your
servant”, chosen by Pai Chai's founder from a passage in the book of
Matthew, lives in the hearts of all those associated with Pai Chai.

2. Educational Philosophy

Pai Chai University cultivates confident leaders who contribute to a
society based on Christian beliefs and national educational principles.

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3. University Globalization

“Building a network of Sister Universities, Pai Chai University emerges
as a hub of international exchange”

Internationalization at Pai Chai began with the establishment of Pai
Chai HakDang(College) in 1885. From the very beginning Pai Chai not
only taught all of its classes in English but its classes included a
mixture of Korean students and the children of foreign envoys.
Upholding this tradition, Pai Chai University has become a place where
some 850 students from 75 different countries spread over 6
continents and 5 oceans come to study. Pai Chai continues to invest
in improving its international exchange operation through internal
consolidation of its educational system for foreign students as well as
through diversification of its recruiting efforts of overseas students.
Additionally, PCU established the “Graduate School of Hallyu Culture
Industry” first among the universities in Korea to provide the theory of
Hallyu culture and produce outstanding individuals. This will help to set
a close relationship between the various cultures.

4. Internationalization Program

(1) STUDENT EXCHANGE PROGRAM (SEP)

Among universities in the central region of Korea, Pai Chai sends the
largest number of exchange students abroad. Students study in
numerous countries, including other Asian countries, European countries
and America. Generally students spend one year or a semester
studying at a sister university, while retaining their enrollment and
earning credits toward their degree at Pai Chai.

(2) STUDY ABROAD PROGRAM (SAP)
Foreign studies departments offer their students both long—term and
short—-term Study Abroad Programs. Through these programs, students
can learn about and experience a foreign culture and immerse
themselves in learning a foreign language at distinguished universities
and certified language institutes.

(3) GLOBAL FRONTIER PROGRAM (GFP)
The GFP aims to nurture global talent by providing students with an
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opportunity to improve foreign language skills, experience foreign
cultures and acquire a global perspective. This program sends students
to sister universities and prominent overseas language institutes in the
US, China, Japan, Taiwan, Europe and Latin American countries during
winter and summer breaks. The GFP includes cultural experience and
volunteer programs as well.

(4) Pai Chai University International Summer Camp (PAISS)
International Summer School Program, also known as PAISS, launched
in 2007, invites international students from overseas partner universities
and institutions to provide cultural experience opportunities including
attending K-Pop activities and short-term Korean language program
during the 3 weeks in August. Each student is offered a shared room
with native Korean counterparts, thus promoting both mutual
understanding and cultural exchange among themselves.

(5) Korean Government Scholarship Program for International Students
The National Institute for International Education Development(NIIED),
one of the affiliates of the Korean Ministry of Education, has appointed
Pai Chai University to educate promising foreign beneficiaries under
Korean Government Scholarship Programs (KGSP). Foreign students
under the KGSP are educated in four academic categories including
Korean language course, undergraduate, graduate programs and
undergraduate student exchange program

(6) Undergraduate and Graduate Program
Many international students from a variety of countries are attending
undergraduate and graduate programs at Pai Chai. They are also
eligible for wuniversity scholarships, which are awarded based on
academic merit.

(7) Korean Language Program
On a quarterly basis, the Educational Center for Korean as a Foreign
Language (ECKFL) offers ten-week Korean language courses to foreign
expats in Korea or students from abroad. Each year about five hundred
foreign nationals participated in the Korean Language Program and the
majority of them obtained Level 3 or higher in TOPIK (Test of
Proficiency in Korean) and are admitted to Pai Chai University and
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other colleges in Korea for further degree programs.

(8) Joo Si—Kyeong Global Leader Scholarship Program(JGSP)

The JGSP(Jusigyeong Global Scholarship Program) was created to
commemorate the renowned Korean linguist Ju Si—gyeong, as well as
to promote Korean language and culture throughout the world. Many
outstanding scholars from developing countries have been studying
here by benefiting the JGSP scholarship.

Other records of achievement and specific qualifications such
as language proficiency are also taken into consideration. Candidate's application
is reviewed in the context of the level of studies completed, quality of
achievement and characteristics of institutions attended. Finally, the
appropriateness of the applicant's academic goals and suitability of preparation
for the proposed program of studies are assessed. Interviews, examinations,
and/or additional documents may be required from the applicant, based on the
policy of the particular college or department. Applicants will be notified via
individual email if an interview or a separate exam is necessary.

V. Important Notes

1. Those who attended or graduated from a University in Korea for their
undergraduate/graduate studies are not eligible to apply.

2. Applicant may apply through only a single recommending institution, which
includes diplomatic office, university, adoption organization.

| . Overview of the University

1. History

For over six hundred vyears, Sungkyunkwan University (SKKU) has held an
extraordinarily special place in the history of Korea. Sungkyunkwan’s
contributions to the education and training of royals, scholars, and officials by
preeminent philosophers have laid the foundation for numerous national
advancements. Since its establishment, the school’s educational tradition has
emphasized the four principles of benevolence, righteousness, propriety, and
wisdom.

SKKU was founded in 1398 during the Joseon Dynasty. In 1895, the school
was officially reformed into a modern university. In 1953, SKKU was promoted
to a comprehensive university with the opening of its graduate school. The
Natural Sciences Campus in Suwon (Korean Silicon Valley) opened in 1978. In
1996 Samsung Group joined the University Foundation which represents the
beginning of an era of unbridled growth for SKKU.
