FORMALITIES
The document should be issued in English or German.
The document should be signed, stamped and dated.

The document shouldn’t be older than two years.

ACCEPTED DOCUMENTS
AAU accepts either...

- official certificates from third parties
- written confirmations from the sending institution

For the latter, the following information needs to be included: name, position, work-related contact information
(e-mail address, phone number, physical address), signature and official stamp of the issuing party; name, birth
date and current study programme of the student; language proficiency of the student; date.
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
